Our journey of faith begins at Baptism. This Sacrament of Christian Initiation is “the gateway to life in the Spirit, and
the door which gives access to the other sacraments” (CCC 1213). In Baptism we are cleansed of Original Sin and any
personal sin. We become children of God and members of the Church. We receive the grace to lead lives of holiness.
We are also given the hope of eternal life.

The catechumen (with their parents if under age) take responsibility for choosing a godparent who will serve as a
good example for living the Catholic way of life. A godparent can also serve as a sponsor of the catechumen at
Confirmation. It is customary to have two godparents, however, only one is required for Baptism. A godparent may
be either male or female. If two godparents are chosen, one must be male and one female. At least one godparent
must be fully initiated Roman Catholic (baptized, confirmed and regularly receiving the Eucharist), at least sixteen
years of age, must be leading a life in harmony with the Faith and must be free of any canonical impediment. A
secondary godparent may be a Christian Witness (practicing Christian but not Roman Catholic). If you are in need of
Christian Witness paperwork, contact the office. Parents, step-parents or adoptive parents are not allowed to be
godparents. (CCC 1255; Canon 872, 873, 874).

If the Godparent(s) are from another Parish Church, that parish may provide a letter of good standing. Please ask that
Parish Church to return their letter/form to St. Thomas Aquinas Parish Office at the above address. If parish cannot
provide a letter of good standing, the Godparent will need to provide Sacramental documentation themselves.

If a Godparent(s) cannot attend the scheduled celebration, a proxy may be chosen to stand in for them.

Please fill out one form for each Godparent and, if the catechumen is receiving Confirmation and asking for a
Godparent to be a Sponsor, also submit a Sponsor Form.

Every candidate to be confirmed is asked to choose a Confirmation name. Choosing a name signifies that the person
being confirmed is becoming a new creation in Christ. The Confirmation name is a powerful symbol. At the Rite of
Reception of candidates or at the Rite of Christian Initiation of catechumens, the celebrant will address the candidate or
catechumen by that name to show that the candidate is important and that the gift of faith is being offered to him/her
as an individual.

In the past it has been the tradition to take the name of a Saint or a holy person who will serve as a role model and
intercessor for Confirmation. Since each person is created anew at his/ her Baptism, choosing the same name as one’s
Baptismal name is absolutely acceptable today. Doing so also emphasizes more clearly the unity which exists between
the sacraments of Baptism and Confirmation. However, choosing the name of a favorite biblical person, beatified
individual, or canonized Saint whose Christian lifestyle the candidate or catechumen would like to imitate is perfectly
acceptable. Candidates should choose a name that will remind and inspire them to treat others as Christ would.

Picking a name that holds a personal significance for the candidate will help the Confirmation experience be more
meaningful for them. For resources on the saints, catholic.org/saints is a good place to start or ask your catechist for help!

We ask that the candidates’ first name, middle name or Mary is not used for their Saint Name.
